(Canada/U.S. Resilience Experiment)

* Recurring border region shared situational awareness
experiment in collaboration through DHS S&T and CSSP.

* Hypothesis: Improving cross-border shared situational
awareness will measurably enhance regional resilience.

* Resilience = [(Situationally Aware + Governance-
Responsive)

* CAUSE provides a federal-funded “leave-behind”: regional
operational technologies are “interfaced” across borders:

e CAUSE 1:June 2011 - BC/WA earthquake
e CAUSE 2:June 2013 - NB/MA industrial accidents
e CAUSE 3:2014 -TBD

* Evaluate the integration of MASAS, IPAWS-OPEN,
and Virtual USA; and identify technological and
operational challenges and gaps, as well as
emerging technological trends.
